Zagrebacka palaca glazbe, Koncertna dvorana Vatroslav Lisinki nazvana je po prvom
hrvatskom glazbenom stvaratelju koji je poceo pisati u nacionalnom duhu, ukazujudi
kasnijim narastajima smjer kojim valja krociti u stvaranju izvorne hrvatske glazbe. Od
trenutka otvorenja ona je istinski hram glazbe. Izvanredno estetski i akusticki oblikovana
velika koncertna dvorana dala je okrilije znamenitim simfonijskim orkestrima, poznatim
dirigentima i solistima, mjesto je izvodenja simfonija i koncerata te odrZzavanja mnogih

medunarodnih skupova, kongresa i simpozija.

Zagreb is the capital of Croatia and a political, cultural and administrative centre of the
Republic of Croatia. It is one of 33 cities which founded the Healthy Cities Project and it
hosted the First Conference which was held in 1988. Zagreb is also a business and
university centre, it is a city of culture, art, and entertainment. To its visitors Zagreb offers
the baroque atmosphere of the Upper Town, picturesque markets in the open, green
parks and promenades as well as modern suburbia. Zagreb has entered the third
millennium with the population of one million. Despite its rapid development it managed
to keep its distinctive and relaxed atmosphere, which makes it a city made to the measure
of a man, which numerous visitors have found out for themselves and we sincerely hope

that so will you, dear visitors!

The Zagreb Music Palace, Vatroslav Lisinski Concert Hall was named after the first
Croatian composer who began to write in the Croatian national spirit, showing the later
generations the way to follow in creating original Croatian music. Since the day of its
grand opening it has truly been a temple off music. Exquisitely shaped in its aesthetics
and acoustics, the great concert hall has given patronage to famous symphony
orchestras, celebrated conductors and soloists; it is a place where symphonies and
concerts are performed and many international gatherings, congresses and conferences
are held.

Pri dolasku u Dvoranu Lisinski, molimo obratite paznju na animirani film Profesor Baltazar.

Simpaticni profesor Baltazar glavni je lik najpoznatije hrvatske crtane serije koja je do
danas ostala najuspjesniji projekt priznate Zagrebacke skole crtanog filma. Dobitnica je
vise od 400 nagrada na festivalima Sirom svijeta, medu kojima je i nagrada Americke
filmske akademije - Oskar za najbolji animirani film 1961. godine. Otac lika profesora
Baltazara je Zlatko Grgi¢, a simpaticnom znanstveniku, koji rjesava probleme svojih

sugradana uz pomo¢ mastei pozitivne energije, ime je dao Pavao Stalter.

Ansambl narodnih plesova i pjesama Hrvatske — Lado, nacionalni je profesionalni folklorni
ansambl osnovan 1949. godine, s ciljem istrazivanja, prikupljanja, umjetnicke obrade i
scenskog prikazivanja najljepsih primjera bogate hrvatske glazbene i plesne tradicije.
Vrhunski plesaci, njih 37, koji su istodobno i izvanredni pjevaci, s lako¢om se
transformiraju iz plesnog ansambla u reprezentativan folklorni zbor, a 15 odli¢nih
glazbenika svira pedesetak tradicijskih i klasi¢nih instrumenata. Svojim repertoarom Lado
predstavlja hrvatsku bastinu nastalu na raskrizju kultura, obogacenu mediteranskim,

balkanskim, panonskim i alpskim utjecajima te se nazivaju putuju¢im muzejem Hrvatske.

Zagrebacke mazoretkinje, jos jedan prepoznatljiv simbol grada Zagreba, najbolji su
europski sastav mazoretkinja. Dvanaest puta za redom postale su prvakinje Hrvatske, a
sedam puta prvakinje Europe. Nastupale su cak 198 puta u dvadeset razlicitih drzava

Europe, Amerike i Azije.

Upon entering the Lisinski Hall, please pay attention to the animated film Professor
Balthazar. This amiable Professor is the main character of the best known Croatian
animated series, which has remained to this day the most successful project of the
acknowledged Zagreb School of Animated Film. It is a series which got more than 400
awards on festivals around the world, among which there is also the award by the
American Film Academy — Oscar for the best animated film in 1961. The creator of the
Professor Balthazar character is Zlatko Grgi¢, whereas this affable scientist, who solves the
problems of his fellow citizens with his imagination and positive energy, got his name from

Pavao Stalter.

Croatian Folk Dance and Song Ensemble Lado is the national, professional folk ensemble
founded in 1949 with the purpose of researching, collecting, artistic choreography and
stage performance of the most beautiful examples of Croatian abundant music and folk
dance tradition. 37 of the best dancers, who are at the same time superb singers,
effortlessly transform from a dance ensemble to a praiseworthy folk choir, whereas 15
excellent musicians play fifty odd traditional and classical instruments. In its repertoire
Lado represents the Croatian national heritage created at the meeting point of cultures,
enriched by the Mediterranean, Balkan, Pannonian, and Alpine influences so they are

rightly called a travelling museum of Croatia.

Zagreb Majorettes are another recognisable symbol of the city and they are the best
European group of Majorettes. They won the Croatian national competition twelve times
consecutively and won the European title seven times. They performed 198 times in twenty

different countries of Europe, America, and Asia.
